Introductions - Introduce yourself, stating the basics. Include the following:
Name
Profession

I know now?” Please use this opportunity to share those gems of wisdom. Cover what YOU
believe is most important.

Student Instructions

hear someone say something that is interesting to you, ask more about it. DON'T HOLD
BACK. DON'T BE SHY. Ask what you really want to know. (I suggest jotting things down
as they come to you.)
